	Wet Mornings

	Book Rental

	Healthy Lunches


We encourage all pupils to eat a balanced lunch at school!

We remind you that the following are discouraged and if pupils bring them to school they will not be allowed to eat them at school: taytos, peanuts, fizzy drinks, chewing gum, chocolate bars, lollipops, sweets and fruit winders.  Popcorn and biscuit bars are permitted but should be kept to one a day.

	Breakfast Club


We are part of the Dept. of Social Protection Breakfast Club Programme.  Each pupil receives two snacks every morning. Please encourage your daughter to eat or bring home their two snacks.  If you do not wish your daughter to get these two snacks daily please let the office know.
	Water


We encourage our pupils to drink plenty of water and all pupils are welcome to bring an additional bottle of water with them to drink if thirsty during the school day.

	Junior Infants


We welcome our 21 new Junior Infants who seem to be settling in very well with Ms. Dunne. They will stay until 12.25 until Fri. 13th Sept. and then from Mon. 15th will stay until 1.40 p.m.  A 4th year trainee teacher Ms.Marian Mc Namara, will assist in the school over the next few months and will be working in Room 1        & Room 9 over the next while.
The 1.40 p.m. collection point for Junior Infant parents/guardians is in the back playground. 

Any parents who escort their daughter into class in the morning must exit via the Front Door please for security reasons.
	Uniform Reminder


Parents/Guardians, you are all aware of our uniform updates and are now reminded that full uniform with correct footwear (navy or black flat shoes only) must be worn everyday or school tracksuit with crest and runners on P.E. days. A note must be given to the class teacher if for any reason a pupil is out of uniform.  We hope to have a note out to you shortly regarding the P.E. day/s for your daughter for this term

	Swimming

	Health Awareness

	Car Park Safety


A reminder to all parents/guardians of safety as you park to collect or drop off your daughter(s).  You are advised to park up in the allocated spaces for drop off and collection.  Please do not drop your child at the front door while the class lines are still in the back playground. Pupils must join their teachers and class before entering the school building.

Pupils should walk onto the playground via the opening where the bars end – lifting over the bars is unsafe and is discouraged.

Areas in which parking is not allowed are clearly marked. Please do not park in these areas.

	Drop Off and Collection Of Pupils


Parents/ Guardians and Pupils are reminded that pupils line up at 9 a.m. in the playground and enter via the back doors with their teacher. No pupils or parents should enter the school via the front doors before 9.00 a.m. other than for Office business.

In the interests of safety, any variation in collection time for your daughter should be put in writing to the teacher who will let the office know of this collection.  All pupils who leave early must be signed out at the Office.

Any pupil arriving late should enter via the front door only and must sign in at the office.  Any parents arriving or leaving the school other than arrival at 9 a.m. must enter and exit via the front door.

Parents are asked not to bring pupils to school before 8.45 as there is no supervision.

	School Attendance

Please be aware that any pupil missing 20 days must be brought to the attention of the Attendance Officer and a letter will issue from the school to alert parents of this.  We also send Attendance Postcards when pupils are near the 20 days absent.
